Rose Majeur is the perfect embodiment of the originality and finesse of the House's wines. Made predominantly
from Chardonnay, it is crafted with the addition of a small proportion of still Pinot Noir from the best crus of
the Montagne de Reims. A low dosage enables it to express the House style, both feminine and generous,
with great elegance. The very high proportion of Chardonnay and the aging process result in a Champagne
with remarkable finesse.

VINEYARD

Ayala currently owns 35 acres in Champagne. Thanks to its privileged location in the heart of the Grand Crus
of Montagne de Reims and their link to Bollinger, they also have unique access to top quality grapes.
Farming: Ayala encourages their growers to use organic fertilizers and avoid insecticides, herbicides and
pesticides. 24 crus compose the blend, carefully selected for the intensity of their fruit and silky balance.

WINEMAKING

Variety: 51% Chardonnay, 39% Pinot Noir (including 6% of still red wine), 10% Pinot Meunier

Fermentation: Everything from grape reception to vinification, aging, riddling and disgorgement is done at the
Ayala cellars. Only 6% of red wine added, exclusively Pinot Noir from Ay Grand Cru.
